is presented in memory of Patrick Joseph Lunney and Maud Emily Lunney (nee Hutchinson). This trophy commenced 

after their passing (Pat in February 1970 and Maud at the end of 1970)  Pat worked as a Guard for Queensland 

Railways.

His love of horses, shows and associated events is continued, as grandchildren / great grandchildren continue to 

compete, locally and in Northern Queensland.  Maud was also a keen supporter of the Pony Club and assisted with 

catering requirements for many organisations in the district.

The Pat Lunney Memorial Shield was introduced into the Pony Club events in 2010, after Pat,s passing in November 

2009.  Pat had been a member of the Show Society and Ring Steward for horse events.  Always a keen horseman, 

founding member of the Pony Club, was a Pony Club instructor and was Patron of the Club at the time of his death.   

Pat bred and raced racehorses, with success, and was one of the last members of the Millmerran Race Committee.

This trophy is donated by Col Moffatt in memory of his wife, Norah, in recognition of her support for the familyôs love 

of horses and equestrian competition. Her tireless efforts enabled her six children and many of her grandchildren to 

compete successfully, not only at our local show, but also at the Brisbane Exhibition, on many occasions. Norah was 

also the inaugural secretary of the Millmerran Pony Club, a position she held for many years. 

 

 

 

OM MOFFATT PERPETUAL MEMORIAL TROPHY  

Mrs. Olive May Moffatt  (nee Ferricks) 24.05.1893 - 21.07.1961 

This trophy began in 1962 in memory of Olive May Moffattôs expressed wish to introduce a trophy for Champion Girl 

Rider. She was a very capable horsewoman, inheriting her horse ability and knowledge from her own mother, who 

competed in hunting events, side-saddle. Her purchase of two óshow poniesô at the Brisbane Exhibition in 1957 set the 

scene for her grandchildren and great-grandchildren to compete successfully in the show-ring and carry on her love of 

horses. 

 

 

 

James Robert (Bob) Anderson (1905 - 1977) 

Bob Anderson was the only son of dairy-farming parents at ñKenmuirò, Southbrook, and was raised with a particular 

interest in breeding both cattle and horses. He married Nancy Farquharson, also of Southbrook, in 1936 and abandoned 

dairying for sheep and grain-growing when they purchased ñBirilliò at Cecil Plains in 1944. With their six children, 

they moved to ñKarribaò along the Millmerran-Goondiwindi road in 1953 and established a herd of Herefords, clearing 

and cultivating brigalow country to plant both grain crops and winter crops for fattening their cattle for market, 

something of a novelty in that particular district at the time. Bob regularly showed a pen of fats in the Millmerran and 

local district Shows, and also the RNA in Brisbane. He had a longstanding association with the Millmerran Show 

Society. 

 

 

 

John Heckels was born in Pittsworth in 1941, the elder son of Jack & Rose Heckels who lived on ñMoruyaòin the 

Bringalily District.  In 1956 Jack & Rose sent John to boarding school in Southport, to broaden his life experiences. 

While at Southport, John excelled in sport, especially rowing and football.  John was considered a valuable member of 

the rowing team and was asked to return to the school for a term in 1958.  Johnôs proudest achievement at school was 

winning the Head of the River in óThe Eightsô, in this year.  In 1994, after many years of drought, John had an 

opportunity to sell the farm and settle in Toowoomba.  After a long illness, John died at the age of 66, in 2008. 

 

 

 

Joyce Jones (nee Storey) lived at ñWyongòin the Bringalily district.  She was born and raised in Jandowae and trained 

as a nurse in Dalby before her marriage to John Jones in 1961.  They raised three children and Joyce kept very busy, 

cooking and sewing for her family and helping on the farm.  She particularly enjoyed being involved in the cattle and 

cultivation work.  Joyce was a keen member of the Millmerran District Hospital Auxiliary, volunteered with the 

Tuckshop at Millmerran State School and helped operate the Bringalily feeder school bus for some years.  Joyce passed 

away in 1992 at the age of 52 and is sadly missed by her family and friends. 

 

 

 

Iris Millicent Funk  

Iris was the middle child of Albert and Violet Scragg, who ran their property óSunny Hillô as a dairy and mixed grain 

farm.  She was a very good student, but due to circumstances was unable to continue her education beyond primary 

school.  In 1950, Iris married Henry Funk and they began their life together as dairy farmers.  As well as working long 

hours on the farm and in the house, she sewed many beautiful dresses for her daughters and their cousins.  If no pattern 

was available, Iris just made it up as she went along, her creative streak guiding her to a special and unique result every 

time.  Membership of the CWA really piqued  her interest in handicrafts, and on moving into Millmerran in 1967 was 

taught to crochet by Mrs. Annie Boardman.  This proved to be her main interest but she also excelled at floral art, paper 

tole and Brazilian embroidery.  She took great interest in her church and reveled in the display which they produced for 

the annual show.  She left a legacy of dozens of prize certificates and many local people as well as family members 

treasure some of her work, particularly the embroidered and crocheted table linen.  Iris passed away in May 2008, 

leaving her husband Henry, daughters Janelle and Sharyn, two grand-daughters and five great-grandchildren.

GENERAL HORSE REGUL ATIONS ï QUEENSLAND CHAMBER OF AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES INC.  

1. Entries are accepted subject to the Rules, Regulations and any By-Laws of the Society in addition to the Special Rules 

which appear below. 

2. No person under disqualification recognized by the Society may exhibit or compete. 

3. A maiden hack is a horse that has not won a maiden class three (3) times at an Affiliated Show.  After such time this horse 

will be recognised as a Novice. 

4. Stallions are not permitted to compete in Hack Classes. 

5. Pony Hacks must not exceed 14 hands. 

6. Pony Hacks competing in the Pony Hack Ring MUST be ridden by a juvenile rider under 17 years of age. 

7. Parents, Guardians, or Strappers are not permitted in the horse arena during judging. 

8. One (1) responsible person is allowed per entry for all Lead Line Classes. 

9. Marshalling Area to be supplied by all Affiliated Shows. 

10. A Galloway Hack shall be over 14 Hands and not exceeding 15 Hands. 

11. A Galloway Hack cannot compete in other Hack Classes unless otherwise stated. 

12. A Chief Steward or Steward may at any time request a Person who does not appear to be able to ride or handle any 

horse, to dismount, allow other persons to handle the horse or leave the ring. 

13. The age of a competitor is determined as at the first day of the Show where competing. 

14. If requested, a competitor must produce documentation as proof of age. 

15. The age of all horses to be calculated as at 1 August.  Every horse foaled before 1 August in any year shall be deemed to 

be one (1) year old on that date. 

16. Male horses under the age of three (3) years are defined as being Colts and female horses under the age of three (3) 

years are defined as being Fillies. These horses are not permitted to compete in the respective Stud Class for Stallions or 

Mares. 

17. Horses, Galloways or Ponies entered in any class for which a prescribed height is a condition, must be measured by the 

Official Measurer who will issue a Certificate of Height.  The Certificate of Height must be available on request. 

18. The President, Committee person or Chief Steward shall have power to turn out any horse and rider from the ring, in any 

class, if they deem it is not entered correctly, or give permission for it to enter the correct class. 

19. Any Exhibitor who by themselves or any agent who: 

a. directly or indirectly presents a horse which has an identity other than its true identity; 

b. does any act or thing which is likely to result in a horse being incorrectly identified; 

c. does any act or thing which is likely to result in a horse being incorrectly measured; 

Is automatically disqualified from exhibiting. 

20. When measuring a Horse, Galloway or Pony an allowance of up to 9.5mm (3/8 inch) is to be made for shoes.  When an 

Exhibitor disagrees with the Official Measurerôs figure for an animal which has been measured with shoes on, the 

Exhibitor may, should they so desire, have it measured without shoes. 

21. Should a Horse, Galloway or Pony be found by the Official Measurer to be over or under height for the Class in which it 

is entered, the Chief Steward has the right to transfer to a corresponding Horse, Galloway or Pony Class. 

22. All Riders and Attendants must be neatly and appropriately attired whilst in the judging ring.  The Chief Steward has the 

right to exclude anyone from competing whose attire is inappropriate. 

23. Judges and Stewards in all horse rings must be suitably attired. 

24. Any rider competing in events at an Affiliated Show, must wear protective headgear to the current Australian Standard.  

The retaining harness must be secured and fastened at all times.  Riders without approved headgear shall be ineligible to 

compete until rectified; if request is ignored instant elimination from all events will occur. 

25. Whilst in the main arena of any Affiliated Showôs event, Exhibitors and competitors will be under the direction of the 
Chief Steward and the Stewards in charge of the respective judging rings. 

26. The Society accepts no responsibility if judging times conflict with one or more Classes or Events in which an Exhibitor 

may be entered.  Where a conflict may occur, it is the responsibility of the Exhibitor to notify a withdrawal from either 

event.  No ring shall be required to wait for a Competitor or Exhibitor who may be competing in another ring. 
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27. The excessive use of whips or spurs by any rider in any event or on the grounds will not be countenanced.  Any person 

continuing the practice after being warned may be debarred from competing further in any event.  Cruelty to horses if 

forbidden at any Affiliated Show event. 

28. Any Competitor found guilty of committing a define act of cruelty will be disqualified from taking part in all 

competitions of the event where the offence was committed. 

29. The Chief Steward shall be the sole Judge of what constitutes cruelty and includes without limitation: 

a. to whip or beat a horse excessively; 

b. to subject a horse to any kind of electric shock; 

c. to use spurs, or to jab the horse in the mouth with the bit, excessively or persistently; 

d. to rap  a horse; 

e. to remount, or attempt to remount, an exhausted, lame or injured horse; 

f. to hypersensitise any part of a horse; 

g. to leave a horse without adequate feed, drink or exercise; and 

h. excessive exercise 

30. All Stallions and Colts must be correctly bitted and suitably restrained whilst in hand and the Judge/Ring Steward in 

Charge shall have the right to disqualify and exhibit, if in that Judge/Ring Stewards opinion, such exhibit is not able to 

sufficiently be controlled in a safe manner for judging to continue.  The exhibit will be ineligible to compete in the Class in 

which it is entered or paraded and upon such disqualification the exhibit shall forthwith be removed from the judging ring. 

30a All Stallions to be suitably restrained and if stabling not available they need to wear a collar and be securely tied. 

30b Stallions or Colts are not allowed to compete in Open Hack Classes. 

31. A Stallion with only one descended testicle is a Monorchid, whilst a Stallion with no descended testicles is a Cryptorchid 

and both are classed as unsound in Stallion Classes. 

32. A person must not administer a Prohibited Substance or cause one to be administered to an Exhibit, except as permitted by 

any By-Laws or Regulations. 

33. The Exhibitor, Owner and Attendant of any Exhibit to which a Prohibited Substance has been administered is in breach of 

the By-Laws unless the Prohibited Substance is permitted by the By-Laws or Regulations to be administered. 

34. An Exhibit to which a Prohibited Substance has been administered in breach of the By-Laws must be removed from the 

judging ring upon demand of the Affiliated Show Society. 

35. The Affiliated Show Society, in its discretion and at any time, may cause an examination to be made of an Exhibit by a 

Veterinary Surgeon who, in the course of such examination, may: 

a. take such samples (including, without limitation, urine, blood, saliva and faeces) from such Exhibit as he 

considers necessary or advisable; 

b. have such samples tested by such methods and procedures as he considers appropriate; 

c. examine the Exhibit for desensitised limbs; 

36. Procedures at rule 35 above are at the expense of the exhibitor/owner of the horse in question. 

37. Any Horse or Exhibit, Exhibitor, Owner or Person in charge of any Animal who appears to have had/have given a 

Prohibited Substance will definitely be debarred by the Stewards from competing in any event for which it may have been 

entered at the Affiliated Show, as all are deemed to have acted in breach of this By-Law.  If a Veterinary Surgeon is required all 

expenses for same are the responsibility of the Exhibitor, Owner or Person in charge. 

38. The Affiliated Society and any Steward or Agent of the Society shall not be liable to an Exhibitor for the death of, or for 

injury, damage or infection which may be sustained by his/her exhibit occasioned by or arising out of any act or omission of any 

Steward, or Agent of the Society during the course of the testing of the Exhibit, whether due to the negligence of any such 

Steward, Agent or otherwise. 

39. óProhibited Substanceô means any substance originating externally to an animal (and whether or not endogenous to the 

animal) capable of affecting the performance of the animal by its action upon: 

a. the central or peripheral nervous system; b. the cardiovascular system; 

c. the respiratory system;   d. the alimentary system; 

e. the musculo-skeletal system;   f. the urogenital system; or 

g. the endocrine system. 

AND INCLUDES WITHOUTLIMITATION: 

a. analgesics;    b. anti-histamines; 

c. anti-inflammatory agents;   d. blood anti-coagulants; 

e. diuretics     f. hormones and their synthetic counterparts; 

g. cortico-steroids;    h. anabolic steroids; 

i. local anaesthetics;    j. muscle relaxants; 

k. tranquillisers;    l. antibiotics; 

m. stimulants; and    n. glues and bleaches. 

40. Whilst all reasonable care is taken, the Affiliated Show Society cannot accept any responsibility for any losses and/or 

damage or injury to or by any livestock exhibits, equipment, vehicles or any other property whilst on the Show grounds. 

41. Any exhibitor intending to bring electrical equipment onto the show grounds will be required to ensure that such equipment 

is fitted with earth leakage circuit breakers and that all electrical leads, tools and appliances have been inspected and tagged by a 

licensed electrical contractor.  This is essential for the safety of all exhibitors and the general public AND is a requirement of the 

current Electrical Safety Regulations. 

42. Energised electric fences are prohibited on the Show ground at any time, unless in a specified area and suitably signed. 

43. Any person causing a nuisance by loud comments or the decision of the Judges or of otherwise unseemly behavior will 

after being cautioned , be expelled from the show grounds, and in the case of exhibitors, be liable for disqualification. 

44. It is the responsibility of the Owner or Person-in-Charge of the stock to ensure that the Cattle Tick requirements, where it is 

necessary, have been fulfilled in regard to the travel treatments.  Persons not fulfilling the requirements will be refused entry to 

the Affiliated Societyôs Show ground. 

45. It is the responsibility of the Owner or Person-in-Charge of the stock to contact their nearest Department of Primary 

Industries and Fisheries Stock Inspector and arrange for Permits for stock. 

46. It is considered good ethics that if a Junior Judge or Associate Judge has been judging in his/her own right at any Show, 

they are not eligible to enter the Young Judges competition at that Show, BUT they can still enter at another Show where they 

are not acting in a judging roll. 
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47. Any Affiliated Show running under QCAS Rules and Regulations has the right to refuse other horse associations swabbing 

any horse on their grounds. (Except for EFA registered events). 

48. Dogs, other than those owned by members of the Canine Control Council, must be kept in a closed float, a vehicle, or on a 

short leash and must be suitably muzzled as to prevent it from being able to injure or bite any person or other animal, whilst on the 

Affiliated Societyôs Show ground.

GENERAL RULES FOR STUD BEEF CATTLE - QUEENSLAND CHAMBER OF AGRICULTURAL 
SOCIETIES INC. 
1. Age of all cattle to be 1

st
 day of month of the Affiliated Show where competing. 

2. All bovine over four (4) months must have appropriate nose rings or nose grips and all bulls over 12 
 months  must have a nose ring.  All stock MUST be in the charge of exhibitor or representative at all 
 times.  
3. Animals 20 months and under are to be shown in the junior section.  Animals up to 48 months will be 
 shown in the senior section.  Affiliated Shows may have a senior up to any age class. 
4. All exhibitors must have Public Liability Insurance and to have same endorsed for travelling to 
 Affiliated Shows. 
5. Any exhibitor intending to bring electrical equipment onto the Affiliated Shows Showgrounds will be 
 required to ensure that such equipment is fitted with earth leak circuit breakers and that all electrical 
 leads, tools and appliances have been inspected by a licensed electrical contractor and currently 
 tagged by a licensed electrical contractor.  This is essential for the safety of all exhibitors and the 
 general public, and is a requirement of the current Electrical Safety Regulations.  The use of double 
 adaptors is prohibited, and all power boards must be tested and tagged. 
6. Risks identified by exhibitors/competitors will be eliminated or controlled by the exhibitor/competitor 
 and particular attention will be paid to ensure public safety and safety of other exhibitors/competitors. 
7. It is the responsibility of each exhibitor to ensure that the leaders of their stock in judging rings, 
 Grand Parades and exercise areas are capable of exercising control over the animals in their care.  
 Children under 12 years of age leading cattle in the Grand Parade MUST be accompanied by an 
 adult over 18 years of age. 
8. Each exhibitor/competitor will assess the risk to themselves, staff, volunteers, family, other 
 exhibitors, show stewards, show visitors and any person foreseeably affected by the presentation of 
 their exhibit. 
9. The exhibitors/competitors are required to ensure that they and all persons under their direction or 
 control comply with all requirements of the current Workplace Health and Safety Act, and the 
 Affiliated Show Society holds each exhibitor responsible to discharge its obligations to provide and 
 maintain a safe place and system of work during occupation by the exhibitor/competitor of any area 
 of the Showgrounds.

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10. Stewards at Affiliated Shows have the right to remove any animal from the judging ring, public area, 
 including stalls, if that animal is a danger to the safety of the public and other exhibitors. 
11. Any person causing a nuisance by loud comments or the decision of the judges or otherwise 
 unseemly behaviour will, after being cautioned, be expelled from the showgrounds and in the case of 
 exhibitors, be liable for disqualification. 
12. The Stewards shall have the power to redirect any beast to its correct class, BUT if the exhibitor 
 objects the Steward can then ask that the animal in question and the person in charge exit the 
 judging ring. 
13. It is forbidden to administer any prohibited drug or cause one to be administered in any way 
 whatsoever, unless the exhibitor can produce a Statutory Declaration signed by a reputable 
 Veterinary Surgeon.  A prohibited drug means any substance originating externally to the animal 
 (whether or not endogenous to the animal) capable of affecting the performance or behaviour of an 
 animal by its action upon central or peripheral nervous system, the cardiovascular system, the 
 respiratory system, the alimentary system, the muscle-skeletal system or the uro-genital system and 
 shall include analgesics, anti-histamines, anti-inflammatory, blood coagulants, diuretics, hormones 
 and their synthetic counterparts, cortico-steroids, local anaesthetics, muscle relaxants and 
 tranquillisers. 
14. Any exhibit which has been brought to the Affiliated Show Societyôs Showgrounds and is found to 
 have had administered to it any prohibited drug as defined above may, without prejudice to any other 
 action which may be taken in respect of the matter, be debarred by the Show Stewards from 
 competing in any event for which it may have been entered. 
15. No drug, hormone or tranquillizer shall be administered to any animal exhibit except under the 
 direction of the Societyôs Veterinary Surgeon who will advise the Stewards if in his/her opinion such 
 drug, hormone or tranquiliser is likely to have any effect upon the animal which would be material to 
 its chances of being awarded a prize and in such case the Stewards may debar the animal from 
 competing.  In Prime Cattle, growth promotion substance is permitted. 
16. An Affiliated Show Societyôs Steward may at any time direct the Societyôs Veterinary Surgeon to take 
 a sample of blood, saliva or urine from an exhibit for testing.  Any testing carried out is defiantly at 
 the expense of the exhibitor or owner of the exhibit. 
17. Any animal, which in the opinion of the Stewards is not in a fit state to be exhibited, may be rejected 
 by them and debarred from competing in the class or classes for which it is entered.  Any animal 
 rejected must be removed from the judging ring as soon as the exhibitor is notified. 
18. it is the responsibility of the owner/person in charge of the stock, to ensure all cattle movement with 
 regard to ticks have been met, by contacting their nearest Department of Primary Industries and 
 Fisheries office, to acquire a Travel Permit with endorsed treatments if necessary.  Persons not 
 fulfilling requirements will be refused entry to showgrounds.  All cattle to have NLIS identification 
 tags. 
19. A Judge shall have no further information provided other than what is provided on the Neck Card of 
 each entry by the Affiliated Show Society. 
20. All cattle entered must be registered in the name of the exhibitor, as owner in a Herd Book of the 
 respective breed recognised by the Association for that breed in accordance with the Rules of the 
 Herd Book Society, provided that an animal shall be deemed to be so registered if the exhibitor 
 furnishes proof at time of the entry. 
21. Registration certificate must be made available to Stewards if requested. 
22. Dual Society Registered animals can be shown in one breed only.

8. Entry forms must be completed by all competitors before the commencement of judging at local 
show level. On completion of Judging the Winner and Runner Up forms should be correctly 
annotated and forwarded to the show hosting the Sub-Chamber final and a copy sent to the co-
ordinator.
